3.1 General meeting of CISB 
On 20th January 2017 CISB presented the GSS-VET project at the General Meeting of the 
Chamber.

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3.3 Annual meeting of energy agencies and centres in Bulgaria

organisations dealing with sustainable energy development.

This seminar is part of the EU Climate 
Initiative (EUKI) and is financed by the German Federal Ministry of Environment, Protection 
of Nature and Nuclear Safety.  The seminar was attended by 64 participants from countries 
from Central and Eastern Europe – Poland, Czech Republic, Romania and Bulgaria.   

The participants from Bulgaria – Mrs. Snezhana Todorova and Mrs. Nadia Nikolova-Deme 
presented the GSS-VET project and the achieved results.
